A classic Westsail 32 was completely wireless and rigged with Colligo Dux Synthetic 
Standing Rigging at the US Sailboat show in Annapolis.  All of the standing rigging, 
with the exception of the extrusion furler forestay, was supplied ready to bolt on and 
installed by Southbound Cruising Services in Annapolis, MD.  
 

                                                 
 

Most of the previous rigging on this boat was ¼ inch 1x19 wire and was replaced 
with 9 mm Colligo Dux, giving even less stretch and tightening up the rig.  Weight 
savings estimate was over 150 lbs total and much of that aloft.   At the time of the 
show the boat was not completely finished, lacking lifelines and some small details in 
the refit, including interior mods.

 It's been about a year and a half and I wanted to drop you a line to let you know how 
pleased I am with my Colligo Dynex Dux shrouds.  They have been completely 
without problems and I enjoy all the advantages -- less weight, easier packing for 
trailering, comfort on the hands, eliminates binding at the Hyfield levers when mast 
raising, etc.  That last one is a big deal.  Almost every Corsair has twisted ama tangs 
(or worse) from that common accident.  As I often raise my mast solo, without 
anyone to check and free the Hyfields, it's a huge safety advantage for me.   
  
I thought I might begrudge the extra time to lash vs folding the Hyfield levers, but the 
extra sixty seconds is well below my radar.  And it's nice to have the option to tighten 
them a bit extra when I know I'll be out in a blow.    
 
Finally, I've had two friends lose their rigs in the last year after swaged fittings on the 
SS cable pulled out.  That's not going to happen with MY splices!...
